“Sheldon”! We are looking at ways we can try and fund the purchase of coding resources and robots. Our Code Club will start in
Term 2.

This is our focus for
the next few weeks as we learn what it’s like to BE an Attentive
Listener with our actions, our facial expressions, our words, and our
body language.

Canteen News

A GREEN MENU:

Over the years, school canteen menus have changed dramatically. When | was in primary school, | remember buying a Sunnyboy for
20c or a packet of Twisties for 5¢! My primary school even sold Twisties in a bread roll (with butter of course!)

These days, the government encourages school canteens to offer healthy alternatives.

Items are rated, using a traffic light system:

GREEN - Best choices - eat Frequently (denoted on our menu with J )
AMBER - Eat in moderation
RED - Consumed rarely and in small amounts

Our menu is made up of amber and green items. Apart from the wide variety of healthy and fresh sandwiches, wraps and rolls that are available, there are
also Baked Spuds, Nachos (made using homemade pita chips), Grilled Chicken Subs, Homemade Cheese Burgers, Corn Cobs, Salad Plates and Fresh Fruit
Salad.

All of these items fall into the green category.
SHARING FOOD:

One of the policies of RHPS is that students are not allowed to share food. This rule is to safeguard our students with allergies and anaphylaxis. Please
remember, this also applies at the canteen window. Students must not purchase or share any food from the canteen. Parents who are volunteering in the
canteen are also reminded that treats cannot be purchased for your child’s friends. Thanks for your understanding.
