Hello RHPS Community,  

I am the new Chaplain at Rolling Hills. I am 

very excited to be working here and have 

had a fantastic couple first weeks as I got to 

know the amazing teachers and students at 

Rolling Hills. I am very passionate about 

helping young people build resilience and 

fun, healthy coping strategies.  

For my first newsletter, I would like to talk about building 

confidence in children. Confidence is something that is developed 

over a child’s lifetime and can change depending on many 

different aspects of a child’s life. When a young child begins 

school, typically they start with high expectations, but when 

children start comparing themselves to other children their 

confidence often changes. The way adults respond to children as 

they explore their own skills, can often effect how a child will 

solve challenging and difficult situations later on. It is important 

for adults to nurture a child’s natural curiosity and demonstrate 

patience and interest. Those children who are less sure of 

themselves may need extra support and encouragement in order 

to build a confidence they can take into adulthood.  

As children learn to cope with small stresses with help from 

supportive adults, it prepares them for the bigger stresses that 

come along later in life. When a child develops confidence and 

resilience, they can draw on what they have learned about 

themselves to cope and feel better. A great way to increase a 

child’s confidence is to use praise. Praise is most effective when it 

is specific, acknowledging, and focuses on a child’s efforts and

achievements. For example you might say, “You have put away 

your toys so nicely” or “I can see you put a lot of effort into doing 

that task, you’ve really improved!” This is both motivating and it 

teaches them what they are doing well. It also focuses less on the 

outcome, and more on the effort and improvement. 

Building confidence allows children to have a go and try new 

things. The best way to support your children in developing 

confidence is to:  

§ Explain that skills develop with practice 

§ Make achievable goals 

§ Use rewards and praise 

§ Encourage children to keep trying, even if they don’t 

succeed straight away 

§ Praise effort, persistence and improvement 

§ Acknowledge what a child has done well and not so well 

§ Ask questions and help them solve problems  

§ Show that learning can be fun
